	Describe:
Each event will be scored

	Student clearly illustrates a relationship between the event and the current U.S. political system.
	Student shows a relationship between the event and today, but there are some vague or unclear statements.
	Student attempts to show a relationship between the event and today with only vague or unclear statements.
	Student attempts to show a relationship between the event and today but shows no true evidence of a link.
